In the picture below, the left clearest fencing person's picture size is 605 x 779 pixels. This
might help with resizing all pictures. (so the size of all fencing persons will be unified and
achieve the outcome below)

Put pictures in regulated space on the canvas
based on the gesture to determine where it is positioned, till toward / extreme gesture =
more centered in the canvas.

Remove the background of the pictures
using Al to track the whole silhouette (so that it won't cause the problem of removing darker
parts of the fencing person)

Apply Linear Light to every picture
the overlapping of pictures would be more natural, hope this link can help with that ;-;

The pictures’ position determines how blurry they are

blur rate = within the range of 46 to none

blur direction = within the range of -10 to 10 angle, it can achieve the effect of moving toward
the center
